The Jesus Prayer

Sit or kneel in a comfortable position, relax your breathing. Let the name
of Jesus bring you into his presence and power. He is already present but
we are not always attentive to his divine presence. Gently breathing His
name makes us aware that Jesus is with us. Pray Jesus Lord; Jesus
Saviour; Jesus friend, then add what you want to express.

There are five basic movements of prayer: asking, loving, thanking,
adoring and repenting.

Their first letter spells the word ALTAR. Repeat over and over again;
‘Jesus Christ, Son of God have mercy on me a sinner.’
