The Season of Lent   
Lent begins on 22nd February which is Ash Wednesday. Ashes will be 

blessed and distributed at Masses as follows; Dunshaughlin 10am and 

7 pm. Culmullen 9 am. Ash Wednesday is a day of fast,  

abstinence, prayer and penance. In the Readings for Ash Wednesday 

there is a great consciousness of our sinfulness as we pray.  

'Have mercy on us O Lord, for we have sinned.'  

There is also the sense of renewal. As we receive the ashes the Minister prays  

'Turn away from sin and believe in the Gospel' we answer, Amen meaning yes.  

The Gospel tells us how to go about this renewal of our lives. It puts before us the 

remedy in prayer, fasting and penance. These three strands of Lenten observance are 

as ancient as Christianity itself.  

Trócaire Boxes are available in our Churches. Trócaire is the Catholic Churches 

agency for development and alleviation of deprivation in the world. The people of 

Turkey and Syria are very much in our minds as we enter this Lenten season. 

Evening Mass; In addition to our morning Masses during Lent there will be Mass 

each Wednesday during Lent at 7 pm in Dunshaughlin Church. We suggest daily 

Mass, Rosary and Adoration to Parishioners during Lent.
